Although I have run a live steam 
locomotive several times, I am 
still enough of a novice that each 
experience is a new one for me.  
Keep the steam pressure up, 
watch the water level in the 
boiler, sound the whistle, check 
the passengers in the cars behind 
you and then ease the throttle to 
pull out of the station. Make sure
